In English, we will:
e continue to build reading fluency and

comprehension through RWI or
reading lessons;

e write: stories in role, persuasive
letters and non-chronological reports;

e solve problems with addition and
subtraction using concrete objects
and pictorial representations;

subtraction facts to 20 fluently, and
derive and use related facts up to
100;

e recognise and use the inverse
relationship between addition and
subtraction and use this to check
calculations and solve missing
number problems.

In science, we will be learning about

everyday materials. We will:

e  compare and classify a variety of
everyday materials based on their
properties;

e plan an enquiry to test the properties
of materials for different uses;

e identify how the shapes of solid
objects can be changed.
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We will be learning about Hackney'’s
history. We will:

e  explore why different groups of
people migrated to and settled in
Hackney;

e learn about the Windrush Generation
and when and why they travelled to
Britain;

e  explore the lives of Caxton Holder
and Mrs Riggs by listening to oral
history interviews.
