We will imitate the traditional tale of ‘The
Little Red Hen’ and create our own versions,
with new characters!

Literacy - Writing
We will continue to practise our writing
skills by making our own invitations,
shopping lists and mini stories using the
sounds we know.

Maths

We will be automatically recalling number
bonds up to 5 and some to 10.

Using a group of five objects explore
different ways they can be added together
to make 5. Repeat the process with 10
objects.

Understanding the World

We will be learning about similarities and
differences between different religious and
cultural communities in this country,
drawing on their experiences and what has
been read in class.

Talk to your child about different festivals
and how they are celebrated.

Expressive Art & Design

We will safely use and explore a variety of
materials, tools and techniques, experimenting
with colour, design, texture, form and function
to create our own model minibeasts.
